PROCEDURAL GUIDELINES

THE ENTRANCE BATEAU BAY UNITED SOCCER CLUB INC.
The following guidelines must be followed and adhered to by all members and parents:

1. Abide by the following rules of The Entrance Bateau Bay United Soccer Club Inc., hereinafter (TEBBUSC).

2. Abide by TEBBUSC  Code of Conduct (see Parent’s and Player’s Handbook).

3. Abide by the decisions of the Grading Committee and accept that their decision is not negotiable.  The Management Committee will not enter into discussions on the matter, but will arrange for a refund of the Club portion of the registration fee.

4. Ensure that correct club uniform, which is white shorts with red strip, red socks with Entrance in white are worn to all games.  Playing strip is to be provided on match days by TEBBUSC.  Women’s teams are black shorts with red side panel and white trim.

5. Pay match fees to the Manager before each game.  The sum of $3.00 for junior players and $5.00 for senior players.  Players who are unfinancial may be stood down until arrears are paid.

6. Registration fees to be paid in full, the cost as set by TEBBUSC, prior to a date to be fixed and advised at Registration days. Registrations will not be processed with Central Coast Football until full payment has been made.  No player will enter the field of play until such time as they are financial.
7. No player is to take the field unless and until Registration has been paid in full and Registration Card issued by the Registrar.

8. All children are to be supervised on match days and at training.

9. Accept the right of a Coach, Manager or other interested person to bring to the notice of the Management Committee any misbehaviour of any player at training or match day.  Any such misbehaviour may be referred to the Internal Judiciary for assessment, hearing and decision.

10. Abide by training schedules set by TEBBUSC.  These times are sanctioned with the Central Coast Football to ensure the safety of all players.  Failure to comply may result in players and or coaches being stood down.

11. Abide by rules of TEBBUSC and Wyong Shire Council that NO training is to be played in the goal areas at any ground at any time.

12. Coaches and Managers must attend monthly Coaches and Managers Meetings as set by TEBBUSC.  If either are unable to attend a representative of the team must attend in their place.

13. No sponsorships to be received by any player or member without the full knowledge and consent of TEBBUSC.  No sponsorship is to be accepted by players or members for individual teams without the full knowledge and consent of TEBBUSC Executive Committee.

14. Comply with rosters for net duty, BBQ duty, Canteen Duty at all times.  Failure to comply may result in a player being stood down.

15. Support of fundraising efforts should be achieved.

16. Accept that presentation costs will be based on fundraising throughout the season and at the discretion of the Management Committee.

PROCEDURAL GUIDELINES OF TEBBUSC CONTINUED
17. No glass shall be brought onto the soccer grounds by any official, parent, player or spectator.

18. Any member, coach, official or player who incurs a fine or penalty from NSW Soccer or Central Coast Football or who causes TEBBUSC to be in disrepute shall be personally liable for the fine or penalty if the Executive so determines.

19. A suspension may be imposed on any member, coach, official or player who causes the Club to be in breach of the rules and regulations of the Central Coast Football.

20. A suspension may be imposed on any member, coach or player spoken to or cautioned by an official.

21. A suspension may be imposed on any member or player abusing any referee.
